» 1Amber Cabinet: the amber collection » 2 Ivory Room: marbled wall panels; large collection of turned ivory objects and sculptures on
wall consoles, ledges and Baroque tables » 3 White Silver Room: vermilion wall coverings with mirrors; figures made of white silver, ves-
sels made of serpentine and coconut, rhinoceros horn goblets, sea snails and cut stone vessels, large groups of wood and ivory » 4 Gilt Sil-
ver Room: bright green wall coverings with large mirrors; works created by goldsmiths in the 16th to 18th centuries; silver gilt vessels, gold
ruby, glass » § Gem Hall: walls almost completely covered with mirrors with superimposed carved and gilded mountings; gemstone dis-
hes, vessels made of rock crystal and ostrich eggs, nautilus goblets, including the Corner Cabinet with a selection of small gemstone ves-
sels and precious objects » 6 Insignia Room: historic coats of arms on cupboard doors, astronomical table clocks » 7 Jewel Room: gilded
wall coverings with incorporated mirrors and reverse glass paintings; 9 (7 complete and 2 partially preserved) jewel garnitures (18th cent.)
